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HOSPICE CARE PROGRAM 
Renewal License  

Application Instructions  
 
 
 
General Information and Instructions 
 
Chapter 3712. of the Revised Code (RC) and Chapter 3701-19 of the Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) 
require all hospice care programs to be licensed, and also set forth the conditions for licensure. 
A hospice license is valid for three years. 

 
Rule 3701-19-03(H) of the OAC requires all Hospice Care Programs to submit a renewal 
application at least ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of the license.    
 
Required Documents 
 
The following documents must be submitted, as applicable, with your “Hospice Care Program Renewal 
Application” and fee: 
 

1. If the program is Medicare certified, evidence of the program’s current Medicare 
certification with its expiration date noted 

2. If the program is certified or accredited by an entity other than the Secretary of the U.S. 
Department of Health and Human Services, a copy of the most recent accreditation decision 
report 

3. Hospice care programs that include an in-patient facility, must include the following 
documents: 

 
a. A copy of the Certificate of Occupancy Permit, if it is different than the one previously 

submitted 

b. A copy of a current State Fire Marshal Inspection report documenting the facility is in 
compliance with the state fire code 

 

Application Submission 
 
Option 1 – Hard Copy Submission 
 
A check or money order, made payable to the Treasurer, State of Ohio in the amount of $600 
must accompany your application.

Option 2 - Electronic Submission  
 
Submit the completed renewal application form, fee in the correct amount, and the required 
documents listed above electronically online at http://publicapps.odh.ohio.gov/EID.  Acceptable forms 
of payment include Visa, MasterCard, American Express or an electronic check from a checking 
account.  Requests for new Enhanced Information Dissemination & Collection (EIDC) accounts or 
changes to an existing EIDC account can be submitted online at the above site by selecting “EIDC User 
Account Request”. 

 
If  the  application is  incomplete  or  is  not  accompanied with  the  fee  and  required documents 
listed above, licensure approval may be delayed, your application may be returned to you or your 
application may be denied.  Deposit of your fee does not mean that your application has been 
accepted and/or declared complete.   
 
Onsite Inspection 
 
In accordance with rule 3701-19-05(A) of the OAC, an onsite inspection may be conducted prior to 
approving the license renewal.
