A statement about your involvement in the pre-mitigation testing (H.16.a.viii)
EXAMPLE - NO: Your Company Name was not involved with the radon testing of this property that led to this proposal for installation of a mitigation system.  
EXAMPLE - YES: Your Company Name was involved with the radon testing of this property and therefore we are required by Ohio Law to state both of the following in this proposal:

(1)  That the radon tester, mitigation specialist, or mitigation contractor was involved in the testing or provision of advice that led to the mitigation contract; and
(2)  The advantages of long-term testing and the value of a second opinion as ways to verify test results and to assure that the proposed mitigation is appropriate, especially when the mitigation is to be performed by the business entity or private entity that was involved in the testing or provision of advice that led to the mitigation contract. 
A post-mitigation testing advisory (H.14.b)
Please be advised that post-mitigation testing should be conducted no sooner than twenty- four hours, nor later than thirty days following completion and activation of your mitigation system.  The test shall be conducted by the licensed radon mitigation specialist who installed the radon mitigation system or an independent licensed radon tester or independent licensed radon mitigation specialist.
