Ohio Administrative Code 3701-69-08 Appendix – section  (H)(14)(a) states that: “Upon completion of the installation of any radon mitigation system, the licensee shall complete the following steps, and document them on an installation check sheet that shall be signed and dated by said licensee and shall become part of the auditable mitigation record.”
