« Students in the ninth (2.4 percent) and 119 (0.9 percent) grades were significantly less likely than students in the 12» grade (6.6 percent) to report having used cocaine in the past 30 days.
= There were no significant differances in having used cocaine in the past 30 days by gender.
There was no significant ditference in total cocaine usage in the past 30 days between 1999 and 2005.
* A significant decrease was observed in students using cocaing in the 11m grade from 1999 (6 percent) to 2005 (0.9 percent).
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
