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BCMH is an Ohio Department of Health (ODH) program that links families of
children with special health care needs to a network of quality providers and
helps families obtain payment for the services their children need.

Medicaid provides health care coverage to certain individuals with limited
income. In Ohio, a person is entitled to free or low-cost Medicaid health care
coverage if they meet specific income and eligibility requirements.

The goal of the Ohio Hearing Conservation Program is to increase awareness of
preventable hearing loss among school-aged children and to provide information
on hearing conservation programs for school personnel who are developing local
programs.

The Infant Hearing Program manages Ohio’s universal newbormn hearing
screening program. Infants who do not pass a hospital hearing screening are
referred to Regional Infant Hearing Programs (RIHPs). The RIHPs offer families
assistance with locating comprehensive hearing evaluations and provide early
intervention services for children with a confirmed hearing loss by providing
specialized services to help infants and toddlers learn to communicate.
