The Bureau for Children with Developmental and Special Health Needs (BCDSHN) began examining Early
Intervention (Part C) Compliance data in February to determine statewide and county-specific
compliance. These data will be reported to the U.S. Department of Education, Office of Special
Education Programming (OSEP) in upcoming reports.

ODH/BCDSHN continues to utilize a cyclical monitoring cycle. In other words, we will review all 88
counties in all three compliance areas (i.e., Transition, Timely Receipt of Services, and 45 Day) over a
three-year period. We will begin examining 45 Day data in September.

Your county has been selected to be included in the upcoming 45 Day analysis. We plan to extract the
necessary data from Early Track on September 13, 2013. The data extracted will be from the time
period of October 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012. In order to have the cleanest, most accurate
data we are asking counties to review their data in Early Track by September 12, 2013. The process we
are asking counties to use in reviewing their data is that used previous years. County staff are asked to
review the quality of data in Early Track to ensure that all missing data is entered and that the data
entered is accurate.

BCDSHN will host a conference call on Wednesday August 28, 2013 to go over the process. Call-in
information along with handouts will be sent out prior to the call.
